Information and Awareness Seminars on the 2nd Edition of Roadwork’s Guidance Document 
The 2nd edition of the document entitled ‘Guidance for the Control and Management of Traffic at Road Works, A design guidance document for temporary traffic management at road works on single carriageway roads’ was published in October 2010 under the auspices of the Local Government Management Services Board (LGMSB).  The document has been endorsed by the Department of Transport, National Roads Authority and the Health and Safety Authority.

The guidance document replaces the October 2007 edition and has been updated and revised by the review group in accordance with the provisions of the DoT’s Traffic Signs Manual Chapter 8 (Temporary Traffic Measures and Signs for Roadworks) issued in 2008.  The review also took account of changes in other areas such as health and safety, experiences and feedback to date, as well as providing additional guidance in respect of works in urban areas. The guidance document takes account of current “Best Practice” standards in respect of the design, control and management of traffic at road works. In particular, it focuses on single carriageway roads and on the limitations of space which must be addressed when carrying out works on such roads.

Three information and awareness seminar were held to provide attendees with an overview of the content, implications of the document and highlight changes from the first edition.
